TO: ALL PARENTS
Dear and Esteemed Parents, (Please read thoroughly)
I would like to thank all the parents for the overwhelming support being extended! So many of you spared time and attended the science exhibition and the seminar on education conducted by our school on the 24.07.2010. One of our parents has expressed that some parents did not bother to see exhibits other than that of their children-please read the letter on the reverse of this sheet. The following points having long term effect on our school are elicited below for the purpose of record:

1. The weekly boarding system was kept in abeyance till the end of July so that children settle down in school well. The weekly boarding scholars can be taken on 7.8.2010, 14.08.2010, 21.08.2010, Saturdays, and dropped back the next day, Sunday, by 7PM.
2. On the 28.08.2010 (Saturday) we have an exposition entitled “Literature in Action.” During the recent past our emphasis on English improvement has been strong and different initiatives and innovations have been taken up, most of which you are aware of. Some more steps are planned in the English classes, which will culminate in the English Exposition. You are invited to visit school at 3.00 PM for looking at the outcome of literature in action up to 5.30 PM. After tea, at 5.30 PM you could take your child home and drop back by 7 PM on 29.08.2010. All children could be taken home for Saturday night. 
3. As September is the month for rigorous academic work leading to the half yearly examinations for Classes 6 to 12 the weekly boarding system is not applicable for the remaining part of the term. During the second term also the weekly boarding system will not be applicable. It may please be noted that from next academic year we are doing away with the provision of weekly boarding system.

4. One parent has requested for opportunity to suggest improvements to the school. I would like to mention that at least a third of the school improvement plans of ours originated from ideas of parents and we value this very much. Please write to me and I shall acknowledge the same within a week. We shall work on the same thereafter.
5. Please note that if you contribute towards indiscipline in the school, by not honoring the guidelines of the school, we cannot expect the school to be disciplined. There are a few parents who do not understand this correlation.
6. Please help us by paying fees AHEAD OF TIME and by yourself-without any reminders. That will enable to improve further as a school. We will be constrained to take disciplinary steps if this request is not respected.
7. Please come and meet the Principal ONLY on Saturdays from 3 to 5PM by appointment. Please do not bring cell phone into the office and do not chew tobacco while you are in school. Even your drivers should not be doing this. The Principal will request you to leave his office if this is done.

8. We have distinguished faculty members and we do not want them to interact with any parent directly. Please correspond only with the Principal. 
9. Any child found with a cell phone/mobile phone will be rusticated from school.  

10. Only one call should be made to the child on the day assigned. In case, parents and guardians misuse the direct dialing facility it shall be withdrawn.
11. A child will not be taken in for second term unless the outstanding fees of previous term and the amount for second term has been paid in full.
